MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
SUBJECT:  Rental Car Requirement for Flying Courses
1.  WAATS in not an Institutional Training Directed Lodging and Meals (ITDLM) facility and does not provide government transportation to or from Tucson International Airport nor does it provide meals at no cost to flight course students.
2.  Soldiers attending flight training courses in a TDY status receive per diem for meals at the full locality rate and may purchase meals at the WAATS’ Enlisted Dining Facility (DFAC); however, the DFAC runs on specific operational hours which are not conducive to flight training hours.  Students are therefore forced to travel a minimum of 23 miles for either restaurant or grocery store access.  With flight courses ranging from four to eight weeks, it is typically more cost effective to fund a rental versus numerous taxi charges.  

3.  State funded economy rental car is highly recommended to support meal requirements.
